Our intent is to help children develop the knowledge, skills and values to thrive as individuals and citizens in an ever-changing world. Through engaging lessons, assemblies and community links, pupils learn to stay healthy, safe and resilient. The curriculum develops character, empathy and responsibility while teaching online safety, wellbeing and healthy lifestyles. Children explore relationships, diversity and their role in society; preparing them for modern life and empowering them to make positive choices for themselves and others.

· Set high expectations for all learners, ensuring every child develops the knowledge, skills and values to thrive as healthy, confident and responsible citizens. 
· Enable every child to make progress in understanding themselves and others by exploring topics such as emotions, friendships, aspirations and belonging.
· Teachers inspire children to think, act and reflect through discussion, questioning, role play and problem-solving activities.
· Use structured retrieval practice to help retain and build learning over time.
· Ensure all pupils, including those with SEND and PP, can access and succeed in PSHE by offering a range of opportunities to demonstrate understanding.

· Our PSHE curriculum is carefully sequenced so that children revisit key themes: Character, Health and Wellbeing, Safety, Relationships, and Living in the Wider World — with increasing depth as they mature.
· Each unit builds upon prior learning: early discussions about kindness and cooperation in EYFS and Year 1 evolve into lessons on peer pressure and online respect in KS2.
· Cross-curricular links are woven through assemblies, ‘Chew it Over Tuesdays’ and other subjects with children learning about healthy living in Science, while in Computing they revisit online safety through the SMART rules.
· Race and LGBTQ+ - are studied between Years 1 – 6

· PSHE at Wray Common comes to life through meaningful, real-world learning which includes talk based learning such as lively discussion, debates and drama.
· Role play and drama deepen understanding, from resolving friendship fallouts to practising assertive communication in challenging scenarios.
· School-wide initiatives like Zones Learn with your Child, the Wray Common Citizen Passport and School Council give children authentic opportunities to make decisions, take responsibility and lead positive change.
· Children explore the world beyond school through projects linked to charities, sustainability and diversity, preparing them to become active, compassionate members of society.
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
