	“Our Geography curriculum is designed to create young geographers the Wray Common Way.”
At Wray Common, we inspire children to have lifelong curiosity about the world and its people. Through engaging, cross-curricular learning, we develop children’s locational knowledge, fieldwork skills, and understanding of human and physical geography from EYFS to Year 6. Children are respectful of similarities and differences because they understand global issues and have the knowledge to support this. They learn about current world matters and develop the skills needed to protect their environment, making positive changes. Children leave Wray Common as critical thinkers and empowered Guardians of their Planet, ready to shape a better future for everyone.

 Ambitious

· High-pitched curriculum that consistently challenges all learners.
· Equips children with a broad knowledge base and strong investigative and enquiry skills to explore both local and global contexts.
· Promotes respect for cultural diversity and global issues, empowering children as environmentally conscious citizens and leaders.
· Strong focus on skill and knowledge development in every lesson.
· Use of structured retrieval practice to help knowledge build and ‘stick’ over time.
· Through structured talk and discussion, children are encouraged to articulate their geographical understanding clearly, using subject-specific vocabulary to deepen their learning and reasoning skills.
· Teaching is carefully scaffolded to enable every learner to succeed, using visual aids and key geographical vocabulary to make complex concepts accessible and engaging.
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                  Connected

· Carefully sequenced curriculum with clear end points that show progressive development of knowledge and skills.
· Golden threads (physical, human, nation, and location) enable meaningful connections across topics and year groups which are revisited at least twice in a child’s learning journey from EYFS to Year 6.
· Key concepts are revisited regularly through retrieval tasks, warm-ups, and homework to strengthen long-term understanding.
· Pupils think like ‘Guardians of our Planet’, exploring real-world issues such as the human impact of tourism on Mount Everest in Year 5.
· Enquiry questions guide learning journeys and are revisited to consolidate understanding.
· Geography is woven through a topic-based curriculum, linking meaningfully with other subjects e.g. Year 4 reading, writing, and art in Summer 2 all support geographical learning.
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 Immersive

· Children engage in practical fieldwork experiences e.g. Year 6 explore how migration has impacted our local area.
· Memorable hands-on learning opportunities such as: a residential trip to Aylmerton to explore rivers, creating volcanic eruptions in Year 3 and the impact of erosion on riverbanks in Year 5.
· Year 1 use Beebots to enhance their locational knowledge and develop navigational skills.
· Lessons begin with an enquiry-based question that is revisited to support understanding.
· Children engage in talk and develop higher-order thinking through ABC discussions.
· Children develop real-world awareness of climates, populations, and natural disasters, deepening understanding of global complexities and human impact e.g. Reception explore why it is important that we should look after our world.
· Mapping the school grounds and local areas e.g. Year 3 map and explore our local area.
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
