Green Guardians Intent
	“Our Green Guardians curriculum is designed to create ‘Guardians of the Planet’ the Wray Common Way.”
Our intent at Wray Common is to create a whole school community who are inspired by the natural world and committed to protecting the environment. Environmental learning is entwined into our wider curriculum through our four key strands: climate, habitats, sustainability and social responsibility. We provide the children with knowledge about the challenges the earth faces and equip them with strategies to make a positive impact whilst providing them with plenty of opportunities to use their voice to put their own ideas into action. 
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 Ambitious

· Our Green Guardians Curriculum promotes respect for the natural world and global issues, empowering all children to be environmentally conscious citizens and leaders.
· Our children understand and use a wide range of specialist environmental vocabulary through a range of topics including Science, Geography, DT, PSHE, Reading and Writing.
· Effective questioning is modelled throughout the school through our CAPTURE character Asteroid the Alien. 
· Adaptive teaching and scaffolds are used to support and challenge our learners such as targeted questioning, visual aids and real-life experiences. 
· Use of structured retrieval practice to help knowledge build and ‘stick’ over time. 
· Our Science ‘Making Connections’ topic in Summer 2 delves beyond the statutory curriculum. 
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Connected

· The four strands of our Green Guardians curriculum, (climate, habitats, sustainability and social responsibility), are embedded into the wider curriculum and the children’s knowledge and understanding is built upon as they move through the school.
· In Early Years, the children are inspired to have an appreciation of nature and are encouraged to notice patterns and make links through the natural world.
· In Key Stage 1, children observe and discuss changes in the seasons and weather, learn about the range of habitats around the world, making links to the habitats in our own school grounds and about pollution and littering.
· In Key Stage 2, we dive deeper into how climate change affects extreme weather patterns, how we can promote biodiversity within our own school grounds and local area and discuss what it means to live in a sustainable way.
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 Immersive

· We encourage all children to be responsible global citizens through the “Social Responsibility” strand of our Green Guardians curriculum.
· Every child has the opportunity to have their voice heard to help shape a more sustainable school through a role on our Eco Council or by taking part in our school wide projects such as “Cut Your Carbon”. Their passion has already led to projects such as pen recycling, school compost bins and planting fruit trees. 
· Children share their successes with the school via assemblies and the school newsletter, so that everyone understands the positive impact that they have had on the environment.
· Learning comes to life in our vast outdoor space where they learn how to plant in our school allotments, create microhabitats in the mud-kitchen and be inspired by the natural world in our Outdoor Classroom.
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
