At Wray Common, we provide a comprehensive music education that nurtures creativity, confidence, and cultural awareness in children. Our curriculum, aligned with the Model Music Curriculum and delivered in partnership with Sing Education, uses the Kodaly method for a structured, progressive learning experience. Children from Year 1 to 6 receive regular lessons, specialist singing and opportunities to perform. Extracurricular activities and private tuition further enrich learning, fostering skilled, enthusiastic musicians ready for lifelong musical exploration and expression. Early years focus on rhythm, pitch and communication, nurturing a lifelong passion and appreciation for diverse musical traditions.

· Sequential, coherent curriculum with scaffolded learning building on prior knowledge in performing, composing, listening, and appraising, ensuring continuity and increasing complexity across key stages.
· Uses the Kodaly method to align musical concepts with children's experiences.

· Integration with the arts - connects with dance, drama, and visual arts, encouraging creativity, performance, and expression through multi-arts projects e.g. Year 6 production. 
· Cross-curricular links with literacy – Music enhances language development through song lyrics, rhythm, and storytelling, supporting reading fluency, vocabulary, and comprehension.
· Connection with mathematics –concepts such as rhythm, pulse, and patterns reinforce mathematical understanding of fractions, sequencing, and counting.
