RE Intent
	“Our RE curriculum is designed to create worldview thinkers the Wray Common Way.”
Our RE intent at Wray Common, following the Surrey Agreed Syllabus, is to support children in developing religious literacy by exploring diverse religious and non-religious worldviews. It aims to promote understanding, respect, and tolerance in a multi-faith society while encouraging personal reflection on theological, sociological and philosophical questions. The syllabus provides a balanced approach to learning about and from religion, enabling children to critically engage with beliefs, practices, and values, preparing them for life in a diverse and inclusive modern world.
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 Ambitious


· Children are encouraged to talk about thought-provoking questions about meaning and purpose in life, beliefs about God, issues of right and wrong and what it means to be human.
· ‘Golden Threads’ running through RE lessons develop children’s knowledge, understanding and skills from EYFS to KS3.
· Fostering children’s self-awareness and critical thinking by developing an understanding of their place in the world and their own worldview. Learning to respect the fact that this may be different to others. 
· Ensure all children, including those with SEND and PP, can succeed in RE through appropriate scaffolding and adaptations, for example adult scribing for children who struggle with Literacy to showcase children’s true understanding in RE.
· Promoting reflective thinking and personal moral development by talking about Big Questions such as ‘What can be done to reduce racism?’ (Year 5); ‘Are words more important than actions?’ (Year 3).
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Connected


· Children explore Big Questions in RE through three key themes called Golden Threads: Ideas about God (theology), Identity (philosophy) and Community (sociology).
· Learning begins with children’s own lives and experiences in the Early Years, creating a personal connection to the subject.
· RE is interwoven into the tapestry of our school, within our assemblies, curriculum and values.
· Children will meet and connect with people from a wide variety of cultures and backgrounds e.g. connections with St Matthew’s Church in Redhill.
· Thematic units in the summer term are designed to draw together learning from across the year. Children make links between different religious and non-religious perspectives and draw their own conclusions, developing their own worldview. 
· Units are chosen to reflect the religions followed by the Wray Common community allowing many children to feel represented and connected to their learning more deeply. 
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 Immersive


· Whole School Assemblies, including visitors from Open the Book, and Chew it Over Tuesday discussions provide shared reflection time, extending RE beyond the classroom. 
· Visitors share their experiences with children, highlighting and celebrating diversity across the school e.g. Diwali visitors in Year 1; Humanist speaker in Year 4.
· Sparkfish Workshops in Years 2 and 5 immerse children in their learning of Christian concepts. 
· The study of RE in the Early Years is approached through continuous provision which immerses children in learning through play and real-life experiences. 
· Use of artefacts, such as prayer mats and religious books related to different religions, enhance children’s learning within the lesson and gives the opportunity for hands on learning related to real-life experiences and practices. 
· Reception and Year 1 participate in retelling the Christian story of The Nativity through drama to parents. 
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
