Art Intent
	“Our Art curriculum is designed to create artists the Wray Common Way.”
Art at Wray Common School intends to inspire and challenge children to be the artists of the future, through experimenting and creating their own works of art, craft and design. The art curriculum supports all children to acquire the knowledge, skills and vocabulary they need to understand the role of artists and to plan and create their own work. From Early years through to Year 6, the children develop and build on their skills in several key areas: drawing, painting, printing, sculpture and collage. Wray Common is proud to be a Gold Artsmark school.
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 Ambitious

· Set high expectations that provide appropriate challenge, scaffold and support for all learners.
· Teach children about the lives and work of artists, by exploring artist’s work and their influences and lasting impact e.g. Barbara Hepworth in Year 3.
· Use structured retrieval to ensure children make links between the different areas of art and previous learning.
· All children, including those who have SEND or are disadvantaged, fully access the art and design curriculum, through our adaptive approach e.g. scaffolds, additional peer support.
· Subject leaders monitor processes and pupil voice to track children’s progression of art skills and the recall of key knowledge. 
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Connected

· Our art curriculum is carefully sequenced to develop children’s skills and knowledge.  Each element such as printing, is revisited three or more times to strengthen and embed key learning.
· Children use sketch books (from Year 1 to Year 6) which support the development of their skills, as they can look back on previous years’ learning.
· Children are expected to reflect independently on their own work and that of others.
· Opportunities are provided to practice and refine skills before selecting and applying these skills when creating finished pieces. 
· Cross- curricular links are made to further reinforce overlapping skills and knowledge where appropriate e.g. in Year 5 Greek History.
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 Immersive

· Ensure a diverse range of artists are studied e.g. Alma Thomas in Year 1.
· Pupils learn to appreciate  art produced by others and to see themselves as artists. 
· Children take inspiration from the artists being studied but also to explore and innovate new ideas to develop their own creativity.
· Children are encouraged to critique and discuss their own and other artists’ work, using appropriate subject vocabulary to explain their own opinions and to evaluate the process and their finished pieces.  
· Children’s art is shared and celebrated through displays around the school, homework and through newsletters. 
· Lessons are contextualised to make them purposeful and relevant to the curriculum.
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
