	“Our Writing curriculum is designed to create imaginative writers the Wray Common Way.”
Our intent is to develop fluent, confident writers through imitation, innovation and independent application. Children internalise rich language structures via oral retelling, enabling them to articulate and organise ideas effectively, supporting all learners to make progress. By exploring model texts, practising key skills, and receiving guided support, children build vocabulary, grammar and stamina for writing. This approach nurtures creativity, deepens understanding and empowers all children to write with purpose, precision and enjoyment.
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  Ambitious

· Teach children to become confident, skilled, and creative users of language who can use vocabulary beyond what is expected of their years.
· Explore and write texts across a wide range of genres for fiction, non-fiction and poetry.
· Develop clear, coherent, and accurate writing, appropriate for different audiences and purposes.
· Explicitly teach grammar, punctuation, spelling, and handwriting in a progressive way. Adaptive teaching ensures that this meets the needs of every learner so that all make progress.
· Value spoken language to develop clarity, confidence, and adaptability in communication. Every child will perform on stage before they leave.
· Equip all children with tools and strategies to become independent, reflective writers.
· Embed strategies that check for understanding, such as think, pair share and show me boards.

· Writing is meaningfully linked to topic work to deepen subject knowledge and vocabulary. This ranges from writing biographies about Florence Nightingale in Year 2 to writing a diary entry as Odysseus in Year 5 during  the Ancient Greeks topic.
· Cross-curricular writing ensures purposeful, engaging opportunities across the curriculum e.g. during the Stone Age history topic in Year 3, children might write character descriptions of Stone Age children and write instructions on how to make a fire.
· Children draw on learning from foundation subjects to enrich and inform their writing content.
· Shared texts and modelled writing support children to identify features, structure, and purpose across subjects.
· Speaking, listening, reading, and writing are interwoven to reinforce literacy skills.
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   Immersive

· Children are immersed in rich texts and genres through Talk for Writing strategies. ‘Real’ books are used to engage children, with model texts adapted from them e.g. Year 1 use ‘Peace at Last’ by Jill Murphy and Year 6 use ‘Street Child’ by Berlie Doherty.
· Hooks are used to grab the children’s attention such as setting up a crime scene in EYFS when looking at the fairy tale ‘Goldilocks and the Three Bears’.
· Story maps, drama, role-play, and oral rehearsal help embed language patterns and structures. 
· Learning text extracts by heart builds familiarity and confidence with complex sentence structures and vocabulary.
· Children explore and evaluate different genres to understand key features and language choices.
· Children innovate learned texts before applying skills.
· Immersion in topic-based learning supports deep, engaging, and relevant writing experiences.
· Drama and speaking activities foster confidence and motivation to write with voice and purpose.
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
